Share recommendations
for books, podcasts, or
articles that have personally
influenced you or align with
your church’s teachings. This
gives your followers
resources to delve deeper
into their faith.

Collaborate with other
leaders, speakers, or
influencers in your
domain through interviews,
discussions, or joint
initiatives.
